There are two types of houses at Muckross
Holiday Village.

The four bedroomed options sleep up
to seven people in one double bedroom ensuite,
two twins and one single bedroom. One house
has been specifically designed for wheelchair

The spacious lounge is tastefully
furnished and features a colour TV, video

and electric fireplace.

The open plan kitchen/dining area is fully
equipped with all modern conveniences including
electric cooker, fridge/freezer, washer/dryer and
microwave. All necessary kitchen utensils and
crockery are also provided.

Each cluster of houses has a shared garden area
to the rear which is ideal for children to play in
or to while away a summer evening.

The holiday homes are heated using electric
central heating with storage heaters in each
room. Bed linen and towels are provided.
Private parking is available for each house.
